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Under the merciful eye of the good Lord in the sun-
like monstrance, Christian faithful are praying, ador-
ing, and singing the praises of their God through thick 
and thin, through land and cities. They are soldiers 
marching behind the banner and leadership of their 
general, angels of the Great Counsel, the Apocalyptic 
elders (and youth) before the throne of God. How com-
forting it is for us that our Faith is not only believed in 
the heart, but also openly professed before the public 
eye.

The great Marian apostle of western France, St. 
Louis de Montfort, was the past master in organizing 
these grand processions of entire parishes to honor 
Christ and His Mother. He knew their impact in souls 
young and old. They would be remembered as one of 

their life’s greatest graces. He and his missionaries 
would carry and plant a cross in a prominent village 
square or at a major crossroads. It would be a perma-
nent reminder of the eternal truths. 

 After all, man is body and soul, and our most 
noble sentiments find a natural outlet in these social 
gatherings, besides the more constrained church 
walls. It is of the utmost importance to pray, sing 
loud, and walk in unison with the spirit of the past 
ages. Let the world know who our real heroes are, 
not the devil, the world and its pomps, but God and 
His Blessed Mother. Yet, let us keep in mind that the 
more prepared, the more adorned and magnificent 
the procession, the more fruit it will have on the 
entire parish.

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Letter from 
the District 
Superior

Dear Friends,

By the time you receive this Report, we will be well into the Christmas holidays and New Year. Another 
beautiful season is upon us, Christmastide and Epiphany. Need we not be always grateful for the blessings 
Christ the Lord has brought to mankind and to our own souls? Without Him, the Way, the Truth, the Life, 
there is the kingdom of darkness and death. Padre Pio used to say that the world would fare better 
without the sun than without Holy Mass. He understood more than we do the impact which Christ, His 
Church and His sacraments have made upon godless mankind. 

	
No doubt, many have rights to complain of the evils of the times. Yet, these are the times divine 

Providence has set before us and wants us to work with. We have no right to bury our heads in the 
sand and wait for the storm to pass: Catholics are Christ’s soldiers and agents, not whiners. As G.K. 
Chesterton put it: “A dead thing can go with the stream, but only a living thing can go against it.” And if 
all go astray, I for one will stand for my God and my Faith. If there is pride in this, then, let there be pride 
in us upholding to the end the principles of the Gospel, which alone give life, warmth, and Heaven. As St. 
Pius X said, “It is time for us to be humble, because it is time to be proud,” meaning to be proud of our 
God given treasures, the Revelation, the Faith, the Church…in a word, our integral Christian lifestyle.

	
As the clouds are gathering strength and start clustering the skyline, it is good to see that in some 

parts of the world, in our midst, some good is being done, souls taught and brought to maturity, our Faith 
is proclaimed out loud and churches and schools established which place God in the first place. Let this 
be the motto of this new year: “May Thy Kingdom Come.”

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Sitting at the head of both the ecclesiastical and 
civil authorities is Christ the King. Contrary to 
distortions which entered the Church’s liturgy nearly 
a half-century ago, the Kingship of Christ is not 
exclusively spiritual. Although Christ’s spiritual rule 
in this world began 2,000 years ago and can in no way 
be abrogated, the temporal acceptance of this rule, 
that is, the recognition of Christ’s reign in its full 
integrity and truth only came about after the course 
of centuries whereby the civil rulers, whose authority 
was never their own and always from God, accepted 
the divine mission of the Church and her supernatu-
ral constitution. 

While the nations of this world have drifted far 
from accepting this reality, their denial cannot with 
any true effect “uncrown” or “dethrone” Christ. His 
social reign may, through ignorance or sin, be un-
recognized and unimplemented by the present civil 
authorities, but they possess no right to do so. As 
Pope Pius XI made clear in his great encyclical Quas 
Primas, “It would be a grave error, on the other 
hand, to say that Christ has no authority whatever in 
civil affairs, since, by virtue of the absolute empire 
over all creatures committed to Him by the Father, 
all things are in His power.”

Even in the absence of states and more localized 
political communities which are fully permeated 
with the teachings of the Catholic Church, faithful 
Christians can still live out their public lives, be it in 
the workplace or the voting booth, under the reign of

Come

Christ. That is, there is no separation between private 
“religious life” and public “citizen life”; the obligations 
of justice which should bind all nations at all times 
continues to bind all Catholics, regardless of what the 
civil authority recommends. 

Although prudential considerations will affect 
application, no Catholic businessman, for instance, 
holds the right to pay his workers unjust wages 
simply because liberal economic ideology equates 
“justness” with the prevailing market wage. Similarly, 
no Catholic politician, regardless of which level of 
office he holds (municipal, state, or national), has the 
right to support immoral laws legalization, inter alia, 
abortion, same-sex unions, narcotics, prostitution, 
and pornography.

Some may say there is nothing to be done in these 
times. Liberalism has become so ubiquitous that it is 
impossible to live one’s life for Christ the King on a 
practical matter. Is it not better then to simply honor 
Christ’s sovereignty in the home and the Church, while 
leaving the world to its own devices? But that is not 
what the Church teaches and it is not how Catholics 
are called to live. No single Catholic or even band 
of Catholics can, in the foreseeable future, reshape 
society, its laws, and its politics, but faithful Christians 
can, in their daily lives, take small but meaningful 
steps to bring Christ’s reign back into the open.

For instance, Catholic workers and businessmen 
can form cooperative associations to assist one 
another in carrying out their respective trades in a

manner consistent with Catholic social principles. 
Those who live in smaller municipalities such as 
townships or villages can effectuate positive change 
by running for office or supporting those politi-
cal leaders who will, for instance, resist zoning 
ordinances that allow immoral businesses such as 
“gentlemen’s clubs” and adult theaters to encroach 
upon residential and school areas. These may seem 
like minor matters in the grand scheme of things, 
but if lay Catholics are to partake in the great effort 
of “restoring all things in Christ,” then the work 
must begin here.

Catholics cannot, of course, forget that the time 
may come when the laws of the land conflict with 
the precepts of Our Lord. Almost a century ago, the 
British Catholic writer Hilaire Belloc could write 
confidently: “Where there is a conflict between the 
civil law and the moral law of the Catholic Church, 
members of the Catholic Church will resist the civil 
law and obey the law of the Church.” That is sadly not 
the case today. 

That is no excuse, however. The doctrine of 
Christ’s Kingship recognizes no right to abscond 
from moral duty in the name of temporal conve-
nience. The time may come when even Catholics 
living in ostensible peace and prosperity under 
liberal rule shall be forced to choose between the 
Faith and their temporal freedom. While we should 
pray that time does not come to pass, it is our man-
date to never flee in the face of opposition, to stand 

fast for the rights of God and His Church, and if we 
suffer losses for them now, we suffer to gain greater 
rewards in Heaven.
